It’s been said—“Your companions are like the buttons on an elevator.  They will either take you up or they will take you down.”

Or Solomon put it this way, “A righteous man is cautious in friendship, but the way of the wicked leads them astray.” Proverbs 12:26

Why? Because the way of the wicked leads astray or there are bad friends who can… 

· Take you down (these are Fatal friends) 

But the other side of this proverb is this…“A righteous man is cautious in friendship” Proverbs 12:26

Solomon is saying that we need to choose friends that can … 

· Take us up (these are faithful friends)

Proverbs 18:24: “A man of many companions may come to ruin, but there is a friend who sticks closer than a brother.”
