Live for the Larger Plan
Scripture Passage: Genesis 45:1-28

1. How does Joseph acknowledge God’s plan for his life in Genesis 45:5-11?  
2. Are there times in your life when something has happened that you did not understand or were upset about and later you realized there was a bigger purpose for what you were going through?  
3. Read Genesis 50:15-21 – What was Joseph’s response to his brothers after his father died.  
4. Take 15 minutes and meditate on Romans 8:28 – to mediate in the Christian sense to go to a quiet place and begin to fill your head with something.  In this case, you are filling your head with Romans 8:28.  Please avoid distractions, i.e., cell phones, music, tv’s or other noise.  Read over and over Romans 8:28.  As your head is cleared of other distractions, think about each and every word of that passage and how God is speaking to you through his word.  In what area of your life is he acknowledging his plan to you and asking you to embrace his plan for you life.  If he reveals this to you, how are you going to take action?
Answers:

1. He explains to his brothers that God allowed him to be sent to Egypt and that it was not them who willed Joseph to be in Egypt. 
2. Opinion
3. He saw beyond himself and embraced God’s larger plan for his life rather than become bitter over the fact that life didn’t plan out the way he might have envisioned it.
4. Jot down what God revealed and the action plan you will take to carry out his plan.
