6. What does the saying little sins pave the way to bigger sins mean, read Genesis 39:8-9?  
7. What did Joseph do when he was tempted verse 10?  

8. In Genesis 39:19-23 Joseph resists temptation, but what happens to him?  

9. According to 1 Corinthians 10:13 what promise are we given?

Answers:

1. Opinion
