Questions


1.  Who are the main characters in Genesis 40?  Who and how would they serve?


2.   Disappointment is a common experience we have as people.  Share a time you were disappointed.  How did you overcome it?  Was it positive or negative?

3.  Even though Joseph was in the difficult situation of being in prison, he still

ministered to the cupbearer and the baker.  Give some examples of those who helped others even though they were in difficult situation themselves.

4.  We see the sensitivity of Joseph because he saw that the cup bearer and baker were troubled?  Joseph then asked them about it, verses 6-7.  What are some ways that you can be sensitive to family, friends, fellow workers and others?


5.  Joseph must have been disappointed when the cupbearer forgot for to mention him to Pharaoh for two years, verse 23 and 41:1.  Yet there is nothing said about Joseph reacting in a negative way.  How would you have reacted in a similar situation?  Do you think this built stronger character in Joseph?  Why or why not? 

6.  How can Joseph’s example help us become better servants to others? 


7.  What key Bible verse did Paul use in his message?

Answers

1.Cupbearer:  see Bible Dictionary.  He served wine to the King and protected him from being poisoned by first tasting the wine before it was served to him.

   Baker: Overseer of the food that was cooked and given to the king. people of Egypt.


   Captain of the Guard:  Responsible for providing protection for the king.

   Pharoah:  To rule the people of Egypt.


   Joseph:  To serve those in authority over him.
