Get Smart About Work
Scripture Text: Proverbs 6:6-8

1. Rod used a passage from Proverbs about ants to illustrate what we as people can learn about work.  Read Proverbs 6:6-8 and make a list of things the ants teach us about how to work.

2. Many of us confuse our work calling it a curse rather than a privilege.  Is this the case with you?  If so, why?  Are you working simply for a paycheck or because you feel stuck, or because you’re afraid to do something else?  Is this what you were created to do?
3. Take the one or more of the following verses and meditate on it/them: Proverbs 10:26; 15:9; 18:9; 26:13-16.  What is God speaking to you through these verses?  If you don’t know how to perform Christian meditation, ask someone who might know or read the chapter about meditation out of the book Celebration of Disciplines by Richard J. Foster.
4. Point 3 of Rod’s sermon was work for worthwhile goals.  How do we determine if the goals we are working toward are worthwhile or not?

5. Read Colossians 3:17 & 22-24.  Who do these verse say we should be working for?
